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15 Years of Business

We in Integrity Services are now celebrating our fifteenth year of business.  There is so much that has happened over these last 15 years.  Joseph Kite is the founder of Integrity Services.  He started it after 24 years with Burroughs and then Unisys.  His specialties were in designing and implementing security, performance evaluation, capacity planning, and system design and configuration.

In the company beginnings computer services were the focus of business.  Over the years software has been developed and in the latter part of 1999, the Integrity System Doctor was released.  It contained a collection of software that had been developed in the preceding years.  It has been the flagship of our company.  About two years ago we released the SourceTracker software and about a year ago we released the Activity Monitor.

Software is our main focus now, although we supply services to all of our current clients.  These services are limited to our capabilities, but in the area of security we have set the standard for MCP systems.

Some time this year we expect to offer a new version of the Doctor software, the Integrity Performance Doctor.  It will provide workstation graphic displays of the heartbeat of the MCP.  You will be able to observe at a glance processor, memory, disk, and network 
utilization and changes to these functions over time.  The enhancement will be available to current Doctor clients as an add-on at a modest price.

Over the years our aim has been to provide excellence in all that we do, software, services, and training.  As you will see later in this Journal, we continue to offer training classes, normally once a year.  We believe that we have state-of-the-art software and continue to install and maintain it.

What If A Criminal Gets Inside Your Computer?

Stronger authentication procedures are necessary for banks and others who offer the public on-line services that they do.  It is also important not only to pay attention to the door of your IT info-network but also prepare for what might happen when a criminal enters through that door, detected or undetected.  Have you verified with your bank how they protect your data?  A computer novice doesn’t know what questions to ask, but you professionals do.

I have certainly seen the inside of many bank computers because that is what I do.  I tell them how to make their computers safer and help them implement those steps they are willing to do.  How strong is your banking environment?  Firewalls aren’t enough.  Internal configuration and detection devices are necessary.





The Uniqueness of MCP Security

There are many computers available today with corresponding operating systems.  With each one there is a varying degree of risk when it comes to security.  Firewalls protect from outside penetration to an extent, but we all know that firewalls have been violated.  Because of this we need to look at computer architecture to be the last line of defense.

Most computers today are based on the 1939 Von Neuman design and are vulnerable when it comes to security.  There is one notable exception to this design.  It is the stack architecture of the MCP ClearPath computers.  This hardware/software design is significantly different from all the others and is the most secure of any computer available today.  There isn’t even a close second.  All computers with the ancient architecture are extremely vulnerable to attack from within and without.

Historically there have been other computers with a stack architecture design, but they are all history today.  The MCP ClearPath reigns supreme by itself.  In addition, the MCP is the longest lasting operating system available because of design to run on each new hardware platform.  This has made it the most solid as well as the operating system with the most features in operation.  See the last Integrity Journal (September 2007) for more on this subject.

Security is a matter of design and architecture and the MCP ClearPath computer has it all.  It is the one computer today that can be configured tight as a drum.  All others must use firewalls and other devices as Band-Aids for inferior design.  The MCP environment does not need firewalls, although I am not saying to get rid of them.  It is all in the way the ClearPath is configured to make it rock solid in the area of security.  If it is not configured properly then it too could be vulnerable to penetration.

I travel very widely, but I rarely find anyone who can configure a ClearPath for the tightest security.  I have seen many attempts, but they all lack something.  For this reason I have developed the Integrity System Doctor software to be used in conjunction with the appropriate security configuration to make the MCP ClearPath rock solid when it comes to security.  I have not seen any other software or configuration that matches it.

If you have the absolute best computer available today, then secure it with the best software and configuration for a perfectly secure environment.  You too will then have a feeling of “Peace of Mind.”

p.s. I will be teaching a security class on how to configure the MCP ClearPath computer for maximum security next June.  More on this class later in the Journal.

Multiple Cande
Dialogs

It is possible to have multiple Cande sessions (dialogs) open simultaneously.  The default number is 2 and it may be raised to 8, if desired.  To change the value of the number of Cande sessions (windows) available you must go to the Coms Utility and enter ‘W’ for window.  Next type ‘IN’ and tab one line and enter ‘CANDE.’  Now you may modify Maximum Dialogs to be the desired value.

Once you have created the number of dialogs that you want, you may return to Cande to use them.  The dialog value will be retained after halt loads and MCP upgrades until someone changes it.  Once on Cande you are using dialog 1.  To change to another dialog without closing the current dialog enter ‘?ON/2’ where 2 is the desired dialog.

You will get a new Cande session logon display the first time you enter a dialog.  Each time thereafter you will only see the dialog number at the bottom of the page after you switch dialogs.  You may need to clear the screen to proceed, if you desire.  If you type ‘BYE’ or ‘?CLOSE’ for any dialog, all other dialogs will remain open until closed.

You may now move among all windows available to you by entering the window and optionally a dialog number after ‘ON’ or ‘?ON’, such as ‘?ON UTILITY’ or ‘?ON CANDE/3.’  Windows will not be closed unless you close them or you log off of Marc, in which case all windows and all dialogs will be closed.


Examining
Backup Files

Occasionally one may want to preview a printer backup file without printing it.  In Marc, type ‘UTIL BACK’ on the choice line and you will be prompted to enter information about the backup file.  In Cande, you may view a file you created during the current session or any other file when you know the name of it.  In viewing other backup files, first they must be public files or secondly you must be a privileged user.  Files created by a usercode are generally private and not for public viewing.

If you desire to view backup files you have created using Cande, then type ‘BACK’ and you will have them presented to you one at a time.  You will also be informed of the number of files available.  Type ‘HELP’ for a list of the backup processor commands.  The most common would be ‘List.’  This command will list your file page by page.  ‘Last’ will present the last page.  ‘COPY’ will allow the backup file format to be converted to text form and create a file that you name for further use.

When listing backup files that were not created under your user session, you must first obtain the name of the file.  If it has a standard BD name you may obtain it from the print queue by typing ‘PS SH’ and finding the desired file.  The job number is the number that will be in the title of the file you desire to view.  Using Cande type ‘BACK *BD/00001234’ where the job number is 1234.  If the job number is less than 4 digits then you must insert one or more leading zeros.  You will be prompted in the same way as you were for your own printer backup files with the number of files and the first one for viewing.

You may view as many or as few of these files as you may need.  You may copy, list, etc until you are finished.  Then you must type ’Quit’ to exit the backup processor.  If you terminate a Cande session with a close or bye instead of moving to another window by using the ON statement, then when you next return to Cande you will have a new session and you will not have the previous backup files available by default.  You will need to search for them with a “PS SH.’

Although this backup processor has many uses it also has one main drawback.  Most screens are limited to 80 characters and many printouts have lines greater than 80.  The backup processor will wrap the lines so that all data is presented, but somewhat skewed.



Scheduled Classes
