The current MCP release, 53.1 (HMP 12.0) was released in April, 2008 and is stable enough to be used by the most conservative of users, provided that you use all interim correction patches.

Marc Directive
A new Marc Directive has been developed which will allow specified stations to perform specified commands.

The benefit of this directive is to give certain non-commandcapable users the ability to have needed commands without exposing all stations to this capability.  Mark Directives are a method to create new Marc commands or to eliminate existing commands for all or specified users.
Integrity has several Marc Directives that are used by the Integrity Doctor users.  They are:

Limited ODT commands available to everyone (Look but not change).

Prevent Run and Start commands for all non-system users.

Allow News command for all users.

Security and dialog information for a station's current session (Info and More).

Eliminate the Quit Coms command for all Marc stations.

Eliminate the use of the GO command for non-system users.

Allow WFL Print for non-commandcapable users.

Eliminate the use of the PA command for non-commandcapable users.

Eliminate the use of the CO command for non-commandcapable users.

Allow Status command for non-commandcapable users.

Prevent the use of MCS transfer for non-commandcapable users.

Allow specified commands at specified stations.  

Bottom Line

Other computers put together with inferior components and operating systems that must be left over from prehistoric times may offer slightly lower prices, but you get what you pay for.  Excellent function for price is only available with the MCP operating system.  Bottom line business decisions destroy well functioning computer facilities with employees who feel like they are not getting quality from their computer hardware.

Checkups

My doctor likes me to visit at regular intervals so that a checkup on my health may be performed.  This can be important to my health and well being.  If I ignore this checkup all may be well or it may not be.  Many problems are hidden for some time before they surface.

It is the same with computer systems.  Without expertise on site many under-the-surface issues may fester for some time before they surface.  And when they surface, it almost always happens at the wrong time.  We are busy with another issue or problem and don’t want to spend the time on this issue, although it cannot be ignored.

Computers have several areas of health that need to be examined from time-to-time.  The most obvious is operations.  Applications are the major part of this area.  We are most aware of what is happening there.  How we do our operations is another area that usually gets less attention.  Do we have efficient WFLs, are we using the best utilities and techniques, are tasks operating in the best order, etc.

A second area that should be examined regularly is security.  There are many issues besides firewalls that need to be observed.  Firewalls do get breached.  What do you have inside the MCP environment to handle this?  How do you handle internal as well as external breaches of security?  This area needs a most rigorous examination regularly.  Things change without visible signs.

Another major area of computer health is performance.  Capacity planning should begin when a new computer comes in the door.  This is how you get a benchmark on what capacity you have and how it needs to be examined regularly.  Efficiency of most computers never reaches 100%.  It is usually lower, and sometimes much lower, and we can still be satisfied with the performance.  By doing periodic performance examinations we can examine efficiency and see where it is and where it is heading.  We should never be surprised by a computer being too slow, whatever that means.

Most areas of computer health fall into these areas.  Good management has a handle on all areas through regular assessment.  When certain trends are seen, plans can be made for the future.
